Show thumbs up , middle, down for feedback.
V. Closing (5 min)

Review: Today we learned Hello, My name is ...

Homework (optional): Say Hello in English to your family at home.

Goodbye: See you next time!
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Topic: Family and Relationships

Grade: 6
Learning Objective:

Students will be able to describe family members and relationships using simple English sentences.
Lesson Objectives:

To expand vocabulary on family and relationships (cousin, aunt, uncle, relatives, parents).
To practice asking and answering questions about family.

To develop communication skills through role-play and pair work.

To encourage teamwork and creativity.

l. Warm-up (5 min)

Teacher shows pictures of famous families (e.g., cartoon families, celebrities).

Ask: Do you know this family? Who are they?

Students guess: This is his sister / They are parents.

Il. Introduction (10 min)

Teacher introduces new vocabulary: aunt, uncle, cousin, nephew, niece, relatives.

Quick repetition game: students clap hands if they hear a new word.

l1l. Main Part (20 min)

1. Activity 1: Guess Who? (10 min)

Teacher describes: She is my mother’s sister. Who is she?
Students answer: She is your aunt.

Then students make riddles for each other.

2.Activity 2: Family Interview Role-play (10 min)

Students work in pairs.

Student A asks: How many people are in your family? Who is the oldest? Who do you spend the most

time with?

Student B answers. Then they switch roles.

IV. Reflection (5 min)

Teacher asks: What new words did you learn today?

Students share.

Quick quiz: teacher says a definition, students shout the word.

V. Closing (5 min)

Review key vocabulary and expressions.

Homework: Make a mini-poster about your family (draw or use photos) and write 4-5 sentences in
English.

Goodbye: See you next time!



Topic: School Life

Grade: 6

Learning Objective:

Students will be able to talk about school subjects and routines, and express their likes/dislikes about
school life.

Lesson Objectives:

To learn and practice vocabulary about school subjects and school items.

To ask and answer simple questions about school life.

To develop teamwork and communication skills through games and surveys.
I. Warm-up (5 min)

Teacher greets: Hello! Today we talk about School Life.

Quick question: What is your favourite subject?

Students answer: My favourite subject is ...

Il. Introduction (10 min)

Teacher shows flashcards of subjects (Math, English, History, PE, Art, Science).

Drill: students repeat in chorus and individually.
Write sentence models:

l1l. Main Part (20 min)

1.Activity 1: Subject Bingo (10 min)

Students get a Bingo card with school subjects.

Teacher calls: Math! - students cross it out if they have it.

First to finish shouts Bingo!

2.Activity 2: Class Survey (10 min)

Students walk and ask 3 classmates:

What is your favourite subject?

What subject is difficult?

Fill in a mini table.

Feedback: Most students like ... The most difficult subject is ...

IV. Reflection (5 min)

Teacher asks: What did you learn today?

Students answer: | learned new words / | practiced asking questions.
Quick game: teacher says a subject in Kazakh/Russian, students shout in English.
V. Closing (5 min)

Review: Today we learned school subjects and practiced likes/dislikes.
Homework: Write 5 sentences about your school day.
Goodbye: See you next time!
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Topic: Numbers and Colours (Shopping/Prices)
Grade: 6

Learning Objective:
Students will be able to use numbers and colours in the context of shopping and prices.
Lesson Objectives:

To revise numbers (1-100) and colours.

To learn/practice simple shopping phrases (How much is it? It’s ... ten dollars.).
To develop speaking skills through games and pair activities.

To practice quick thinking with numbers and colours.

I. Warm-up (5 min)

Teacher shows coloured items (pen, book, paper).

Ask: What colour is it? — students answer: It’s blue.

Quick counting game: class counts from 1 to 20 together.

Il. Introduction (10 min)

Teacher introduces/reviews useful phrases:

How much is it?
It's 5 dollars.
This pen is red.
Students repeat in pairs.
l1l. Main Part (20 min)
| 1.Activity 1: Colour Number Race (10 min)
‘ Teacher says: Show me something green! / Write number 25!
| 4 Students find or show quickly. Points for fastest.
2.Activity 2: Mini-Shop Game (10 min)
Teacher prepares flashcards with pictures of clothes/toys and prices (e.g., T-shirt — $15).
Students work in pairs: one is the seller, the other is the customer.
Customer: How much is the T-shirt?
Seller: It’s fifteen dollars.
IV. Reflection (5 min)
Teacher asks: What did you learn today?
Students answer: | learned to say prices / | practiced colours.
Quick quiz: teacher shows an item - students say colour + price: A blue pen — 2 dollars.
V. Closing (5 min)
Review: Today we learned numbers, colours, and shopping phrases.
Homework: Make a price list (5 items from your home) and write in English.

Goodbye: See you next time!
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
